
 
 

The Shiocton Public Library will make every reasonable effort to open to the public as 

scheduled, while also considering the safety of staff and the public.  At times when the weather 

becomes hazardous to the health and/or safety of the public and/or library staff, the library will 

close, delay opening or close ahead of schedule. 

 

The decision to close or postpone the opening of the library- due to inclement weather or weather 

related issues such as flooding or power outage- will be reached after consultation with the 

Library Board President or Village Representative and the Library Director. 

 

If the building is to close early, library patrons already in the facility will be notified 

immediately. 

 

National or State Weather Service advisories concerning travel during storm conditions or during 

clean- up afterwards, will always be followed. 
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
